On Election Day, residents will be voting for 5 councillors and then the elected councillors will choose 

the Mayor. A council term is 4 years which for this term will be from October 2025 to October 2029.  

To be an eligible candidate, you must be at least 18 years old, a Canadian citizen, and you must have 

been a Delburne resident for 6 consecutive months prior to September 22, 2025. Nomination packages 

are available at the Village Office or online at www.delburne.ca/election.
